All our members are
assisted daily by our agronomists. The work in the vineyards follows the ancestral rhythms of nature, and
the phytosanitary regime is strictly controlled to guarantee a healthy and authentic product. Treatments are performed only when necessary
and always with certified parameters and equipment, avoiding harmful waste. The highest quality standards are maintained in the winery, and
all processes are supervised by oenologists using the best technologies to offer an impeccable product.

All the grapes processed in our cellars are the exclusive property of our members: upon delivery, their quality is analyzed and their final
destination in the cellar is decided. Each individual batch is analyzed, and each individual grape has a specific winemaking destination. Strictly
adhering to health control regulations, the grapes are crushed or destemmed and fermented in stainless steel or glass-lined concrete tanks.
Only the finest wines are aged in oak barrels.
